Turtle Pillow

Fabric Required: Use soft, colorful fabric like that used for quilts. Flannel or fleece is ideal or soft woven
cottons. There are several different variations for the turtle that you may choose. Here is the fabric yardage
separated so that you may mix and match prints to coordinate your turtle.
450 widei 1/2 yard forcompleteshell

You will need 2 turtle bodies for a complete turtle:

1 yard br 2 turtle bodie#f you want your turtle the same on top and bottom

or 2/3 yard for one turtle bodg each of 2 coordinating prints.

580 wide 2/3 yard for2 turtle bodies

1/2 yard for up to 2 complete shells

Lay out your 2 fabricene on top of the other if you are makihg body out of 2 coordinating fabrics. If not
then just cut 2 bodies from the one fabr@@ut 2 main bodies creating pieces A and B.

Cut the center out of BCut 2 ovals creating D piecé®m the pattern piece provide#lark dots on all pieces
before you cut them osb that yo will be able to match them up later.




Cut the center out of both D pieces. Use one of the small ovals for piddark dots onto all pieceso that
you will be able to match them up lat@vith right sides together and matching your dots sew the D pieces
together along the outer edge ifh/dinch seam.

Turn, press and top stitdii4 inch along the outer edge on the seam you have just sewn.

Lay the completed piece D over the front of piece B matching the dots. Sew the three edges together arounc
oval opening with a basting stit¢leave the thread ends lohgcause/ou will be gathering slightly in the next

step This creates a unified piece, which is easier to work with in the next step.
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This is a good time to think about the tuitleyes. Ifyou are embroidering the eyesusing safety buttons you
will need to put them on while the head is a singleddefore ya sew the turtléogether.
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Lay piece C fae down inside the unified B/D piece, which is also lying face down. PULL UP the oval edges tc
match the front sides of the fabric RIGHT SIDES TOGETH&Rtching your dots. Pin. Eafsbric by
pulling and gathering the basting stitch in the previous sBsv al/4inch seam.

Now youhave a completed top which can now be sewn onto the underside of the turtle, piece Alidsing a
inch seam with right sides togethéfold theouter @lgeof the shell out of the way so you dbnatch it in your
stitching. Leave an opening on the side of the turtletdoning andstuffing later.

Turn right side out and press. Top stitch each foot in 3 places starting at the outer edge and stitching toward
center to make the toe¥.ouge all done!
